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Banana textile project has been engaged in technical development and design
research in order to utilize the new material of pseudostem that used to be dis-
carded after the harvesting of banana fruit. Since 2000, we have steadfastly
expanded our scope of activities and conducted productive research, as we’ve
received support and participation of various people from different fields.

At the moment, we are focused on design that is the major of the partici-
pating students. The variety of fieldwork that offers valuable educational ex-
periences includes holding seminars and workshops, as well as design coach-
ing in the banana producing parts of Africa and South East Asia.

At this exhibition, such endeavors and their results will be introduced.
Fruit of the research through industrial-academic collaboration, and works
created in the banana textile classes will be exhibited. At the same time, a
forum will be held to provide opportunity to consider with you sustainable de-
velopment, as well as the role of design education, and how it should be done.
