As the focus of TICAD shifted from development assistance to trade and investment promotion, former Prime Minister ABE announced the
establishment of the "Japan-Africa Public-Private Economic Forum at TICAD6 (@Nairobi, Kenya, August 2016).

While TICAD is a multi-summit meeting of heads of state and government covering a wide range of topics, this forum exchanges views
with high-level participation from the public and private sectors in the areas of trade, investment, infrastructure, energy, etc.,
with the aim of promoting cooperation between Japanese and African companies and business activities of Japanese companies.
The Forum is held in Africa every three years under the joint sponsorship of METI, JETRO, and the African host country.

® The aim is to present a vision for the future of economic diversification and industrial advancement in Africa with a view to co-
creation with Japan, and then to achieve both solution to Africa’s social issues and green and sustainable growth.
