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Mebiol, Inc. has invented a film called “Imec”
made of hydrogel for growing vegetables
with less water. It reduces water consumption
to less than a quarter of what is needed for
hydroponic farming, and 1/10 of conventional
farming using soil. It can produce results even

in barren areas that lack agriculture.

The film prevents harmful viruses and
germs from getting in, rendering pesticides
unnecessary. It can even be used in the soil-
contaminated suburbs of Shanghai or in hot
and unforgiving Dubai deserts.
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
