economic purposes for a renewable 50-year period. There are three entities responsible for 

registration and provision of information on land use rights, namely: 

 National Directorate of Land and Forests – Ministry of Agriculture – for areas outside 

Municipalities; 

 Local Municipality – for urban areas;
